Framing i Get your work to the framer as soon as you can. Framers get swamped with work
because people have delayed until just before an exhibition. If we all did that then you may be
the one whose pictures cannot get framed in time.

Entry Submission i Please adhere to the deadlines we set. The date is often critical in order to
get the labels made up in time.

Prepare for Handing in i Note the date and times in your diary. We do not want to ring people
on the day if they have failed to show up. Set aside some time a couple of days before to
prepare your work, and apply the labels if we have sent them in advance.
